We were able to 

partner with Highland and offer 

temporary shelter in the neighbor-

hood Grace church building (the 

original location for FaithWorks 

first classes) until the raised creek 

water subsides and they are able 

to dry out and rebuild their tent 

community.  Towne Crier offered 

soup, fruit and bread for the 

group, Dave shopped for warm 

replacement clothing at Faith-

Works Clothing Shoppe and I 

shopped Fruit of the loom under-

garments at Target. They had a 

warm shower ñbathò in the 

church baptistery, along with 

blankets, sleeping bags and a 

good nightôs sleep.    

 

What an exciting glimpse into the 

possibilities ahead for Faith-

Works in the area of providing 

housing for those who have been 

drenched with the storms of life.
